NĀ PAHUHOPU O KĒIA PAPA (SLOS) 
 

Ke puka ka haumāna mai kēia papa, e maʻa ana iā ia: 
• ke kuhikuhi ʻana i nā mea pilikahi o ke kaila, ka hua ʻōlelo, ke kaʻina manaʻo, a me ka 

pilina ʻōlelo i ʻano laulaha ma nā nūpepa ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi.  
(be able to identify characteristics of style, vocabulary, structure, and grammar common in Hawaiian 
newspaper writing) 

• ka haku ʻana i kāna mau moʻolelo ponoʻī me ka wili pū ʻana i nā mea o luna.  
(be able to incorporate such characteristics into her/his own writing) 

• nā ʻano mea like ʻole i puka ma nā nūpepa ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi o nā MH 18- 1900.  
(be more familiar with the body of work published in Hawaiian language newspapers of the 18- 1900s) 

• kekahi mau ala e holomua ai ma ke kākau.  
(have a greater understanding of various writing processes) 

• kona ʻano ponoʻī ma ke ʻano he mea kākau.  
(have increased awareness of her/himself as a writer) 

• ka hoʻoholomua ʻana i ke kākau ʻana: ka mole, ka muʻo, ka liko, ka lau, a me ka mōhala 
ʻana mai o kahi moʻolelo waiwai.  
(be able to take a piece of writing from conception through drafting, and to its completion as a well-founded,

KA NŪPEPA KA ULU HOI 
 
ʻO Ka Ulu Hoi ka inoa o ka nūpepa ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi i paʻi mua ʻia e nā haumāna o ke kulanui nei i 
ka MH 1971, a paʻi hou ʻia i nā MH 1990. Hoʻōla hou ʻia ka nūpepa i ka MH 2005 e ka hanauna 
hou. ʻO ka pahuhopu nui o kēia papa ka hoʻomau ʻana i kēia wahi nūpepa i ka ua Tuahine o 
Mānoa. Eia iho nei nā pahuhopu o ka nūpepa KUH: 
 

1. I ʻike ʻia ka ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi i loko o kekahi mea halihali nūhou. 
2. I hoʻopuka ʻia a laha ka manaʻo e ʻike ʻole ʻia nei ma nā nūpepa nui o ke ao. 
3. I loaʻa he wahi leo liʻiliʻi no ka lāhui Hawaiʻi a me ka poʻe ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi no ka paipai ʻana 

i nā mea e pono ai kākou, a no ke kūʻē ʻana nō hoʻi i ka mea e pilikia ai kākou. 
4. I waele ʻia ke ala no nā kaikaina o kākou. 

 
 

NĀ KULEANA HAUMĀNA 
 

1. Puke Moʻomanaʻo:  E kūʻai ka haumāna i kekahi puke composition i wahi e kākau ‘ia ai nā  
mea e aʻo ‘ia, a i wahi hoʻi e hoʻomōhala ai i kona mau manaʻo ponoʻī. Lawe 
‘ia maila ua puke nei i kēlā me kēia hui ‘ana o ka papa. Hōʻiliʻili ‘ia e ke 
kumu i ‘ekolu manawa o ke kau. 

 
Ka Lōʻihi: i lawa no ka wehewehe pono ʻana i ka manaʻo o ka haumāna 
 
 

2. Wehewehe MNP:   E koho ka haumāna i hoʻokahi lā o ka papa e hōʻike mai ai i kekahi mnp  
(moʻolelo nūpepa) kahiko i mua o ka papa. Nāna e koho i ka moʻolelo, a e 
kikokiko hou (me ka hōʻano hou ʻana). Ma ka haʻi ʻōlelo, e hōʻike mai ana ʻo 
ia i ke kaila a me nā mea hoihoi o ia moʻolelo a me nā loina kākau ona. A, 
e hoʻomākaukau ʻo ia i kekahi haʻawina kākau no nā haumāna ʻē aʻe. 
 
Waiho ʻia ka pdf o ka moʻolelo a me ke kikokiko hou ʻana ma kāu Faila 
Google, he pule ma mua o ka hōʻikeʻike. 
 
Ka Lōʻihi: 15-20 minuke ke alakaʻi papa a me ka hana ʻana i ka haʻawina 
kākau. 
 
 

3. Moʻolelo KUH: E haku a hoʻomākaukau ʻia hoʻokahi moʻolelo nūpepa no ka puka ʻana ma  
Ka Ulu Hoi i kēlā me kēia mahina. Na ka haumāna e koho i ke kumuhana o 
kāna mau moʻolelo a pau, me ke kōkua ʻana o ke kumu a me nā hoa papa 
ona. A haku ʻia nā moʻolelo me nā loina kākau e aʻo ʻia ma ka papa. 
 



No kēlā me kēia moʻolelo KUH, e hana ka haumāna i mau kā (drafts). 
**Hana ‘ia kēia ma ke ‘ano he Google Doc, a mālama ‘ia i loko o ka 
Waihona a kākou. Ma ‘aneʻi e waiho ai ke kumu a me nā hoa papa i nā 
manaʻo kōkua, a na ka mea kākau e hoʻoponopono. 

 
Ka Lōʻihi: 2 ʻaoʻao pākahi (8 ʻaoʻao ka huina nui). Lele ka laina. Hāʻawi ʻia 
he kaha no kēlā me kēia moʻolelo, a me ka hoʻomōhala ʻana. 
 

4. Pepa Ana Holomua:   Hana ʻia kēia pepa i ka hapalua o ke kau. E heluhelu hou ka haumāna  
i nā mea āna i kākau ai ma kēia papa, a laila e loiloi ʻo ia i kāna hana 
ponoʻī. Ana ʻo ia i ka mōhala ʻana mai o kona kākau ʻana ma kēia pepa: 
hōʻike ʻia nā mea maikaʻi i ʻano paʻa, nā mea i huikau ai paha, a me nā 
pahuhopu āna no ka wā e hiki mai ana. E hoʻopaʻa nō hoʻi ka haumāna i 
hālāwai me ke kumu no ke kamaʻilio e pili ana i kona holomua ʻana ma ka 
papa. 
 
Waiho ʻia i kāu Faila Google i ka lā ma mua o ka hālāwai me ke kumu.  
 
Ka Lōʻihi: 2 ʻaoʻao. Lele ka laina. 
 

5. Ka Pepa Noiʻi NP:   ʻO ka papahana hope kēia o ke kau, i mea e paʻa ai kekahi ʻike i ka  
haumāna i loaʻa iā ia ma o ka noiʻi nūpepa kahiko. E koho ka haumāna i 
kekahi kumumanaʻo i ʻike ʻia ma nā nūpepa kahiko (e laʻa: ka ʻōlelo 
makuahine; ka hula; ka hae; a.p.a.). Hōʻiliʻili ka haumana i ‘ehā a ‘oi 
moʻolelo nūpepa nona ia kumumanaʻo, a kākau i pepa no kāna mau mea i 
‘ike ai. 
 
Waiho ʻia i kāu Faila Google i ka wā kūpono. 
 
Ka Lōʻihi: 5-8 ʻaoʻao. Lele ka laina. Loaʻa nō hoʻi ka papa kūmole. 
 
Ka Haʻi ʻŌlelo: I ka pule o nā hōʻike hope loa, e hōʻikeʻike mai ana ka 
haumāna i nā moʻolelo nūpepa āna i heluhelu ai no kēia papahana, a me 
nā mea nui āna i aʻo ai ma muli o ka noiʻi. 10-15 minuke ka lōʻihi. ʻAʻohe 
pepa e hoʻomākaukau ai no kēia haʻi ʻōlelo, akā he māhele hōʻikeʻike (mana 
kuhi a i ʻole kahi mea like). 
 

6. Ka Hele Papa: He mea nui ka hele ‘ana i ka papa, ke komo ‘ana i ke kamaʻilio a me ke  
kālailai moʻolelo, a pēlā aku. ʻAe ʻia ka hala ʻana o ʻelua papa me ka nānā 
ʻole ʻana i ke kumu. Ke hala ke kolu, e hoʻēmi ʻia ana kāu kaha he 3% no 
kēlā me kēia papa i hala iā ʻoe. Inā hala 9 papa, he F ka hopena.
